Avoid Homework Hassles
Provide the Right Environment

1. Give the student a private space, free of distractions.  The room should be neither hot nor cold.  Cooler is better.  

2. Provide student with implements: dictionary, thesaurus, pens, pencils, sharpeners, note-cards, notebooks, lined notebook paper, folders, rulers,,  stapler, and a calendar to keep track of assignments.. 
3. Adjust light to a student’s needs. Some  students are  sensitive to too much light.
4. Provide a desk pad (red is good is student needs focusing.)
5. Provide a calendar.
6. Provide healthy snacks.

Schedule  Homework Time     Help Your Child the Right Way

1. Schedule Homework Time
2. Each person’s biological clock is different; schedule a time best for the student.
3. Avoid the last minute rush.  Plan projects in plenty of time.  
4. Make sure the student complete daily assignments
5. Make sure student completes each  daily assignment
6. Foster responsibility
7. Get a homework assignment book
8. Use a red folder for keeping homework 

9. Supervise.  Do not do homework for the student.

10. Try to avoid the need for a tutor.   Instead, teach the student some strategies for learning.

· Do not  complain about the amount of homework your child has.  

· If  a child is too slow  finishing a task, see if he/she is using good strategies to learn.

· Student should take notes while reading.
· See if  the child is really on task when studying.

What to do when your child says he/she  has little or no homework...

Is he doing the homework too fast in class without learning?

Is the student copying?

Is the student avoiding  the homework? Look at student’s assignment book. Check with the teacher.
